1. This format is based on the APA (American Psychological Association) reference style, 5th Edition.  Additional information on the APA format may be found at the APA website or at Purdue University's writing site:  http://owl.english.purdue.edu/

2. Identify what type of source you are citing, and then select the appropriate format below.

3. Use the information you have collected to create a good copy of your list of references.  

General format reminders:


• use a separate sheet of paper, entitled References.


• arrange entries in alphabetical order according to the first


  word of the entry.  (Do NOT separate the entries by "type" of resource.)


• italicise or underline the title of resource


• use every punctuation mark as shown for the appropriate format below.


• indent the second line (and third if necessary) as shown 


• do not number or label individual entries.


• indicate page numbers only - not pp.
